LIMITED DOOR WARRANTY

Alldoors supplied by Leeds Plywood & Doors Ltd, hereafter referred to as LPD (except those doors expressly excluded from this warranty by LPD are warranted
byLPD forten years from date of delivery, and at that time, to be ofgood material and workmanship and o be free of defects which would render said doors
unsenviceable and/or unfit for the ordinary, recommended use. This wamanty is made to the original purchaser only and does notextend to subsequent
purchasers during the period ofthis warranty.

if at the ime a doordelivery is received, said door(s) are found to have a defect(s) which can reasonably be discovered by inspection of each door, the receiver
ofthe door(s) must, prior to hanging or fitting, and within 3 days, send written notice of said discovered defect(s) o LPD.

If a fault rather than defectdevelops after the door is fitted, written notice of said fauli(s) must be sentto LPD within ten years from date of delivery.

No claim willbe honoured unless a site inspection is performed by an authorised representative of LPD.

ifwarranted doors are found to contain de®cts/faulls as stated herein, LPD, atour option wil either, repair defective/faulty door(s), fumish purchaser with
replacementdoor(s) or refund to the current owner the amount the original purchaser paid LPD for the returned defective/faulty door(s). This warranty does not
cover any other charges incurred such as labour for removal of defective door, rehanging of new andlorreplacementdoor, transportation to and from site or
reimbursement for any other work/senice not originally supplied by LPD.

LIMITATIONS AND EXCLU SIONS

1. Unsatisfactoryservice orappeamnce caused by failure to follow the "Handling/Finis hing/Instaliation" instructions setout herein or similady in the
alternative contained within the door packaging are excluded from this warranty.

2. Natural variations in the colour or texture ofwood are notto be considered as defects.

3. Warp/bow/cup/iwist (as setoutin the relevant Biitish Standard) shall not be considered a defectunless itexceeds '/sinch (6.35mm)in the plane of he
dooritself. Warp is anydistortion in the door itself and does not refer to the relationship of the doorto the frame orjamb in which itis hung.

When measuring the amount of warp in a door, the following method shall be used: bow, cup ortwistshall be measured by placing a straight-edge on
the suspected concave face of the doorat any angle (ie. diagonaly, horizontally, ve tticaly), with the door inits installed position. The measurement
of bow, cup and twistshall be made atthe pointofmaximum distance between the bottom of the straightedge and the face of the door.

4, Allthe following doors are excluded from this warranty:
i. AllKnotty Pine doors and DoorBlanks

ii. All non-stock/special doors, which fall outside of the usually LPD standard stock size profile (l.e. specialorders).
lii. Alldoors thatare improperdy hung or do not swing freely.
iv. Normal wearand tearincluding wear through of finish.
v. The appearance of any doorwith non-factory applied high gloss finish.

vi. Alldoors stored on sites other than the properly prepared storage areas/warehouses of LPD's client/customer. Other than for reasons

of satisfying the relevant paragraphs of the Handling, Finishing and Installation category setout below.

vii. All doors notsupplied finished byor not finished prior to installation.

vili. All exteriordoors where there is inadequale overhead protection.
ix. Anyinstallation LPD deems structurally unstable - this will be noted in writing by LPD.

5. Anyimplied warranty shall be limited in duration to the period of this warranty.

6. LPD shallnot be liable for any doors repaired, retumed or replaced without prior consentby LPD.

HANDLING, JOB FINISHING AND INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1.  Upon receipt of delivery of doors, inspect each door for any visible defects. Doors should be stored on a flatand level surface in a dry, well-ventilated
building. Cover to keep clean and keep out sunlight, but allow air circulation.

2. Handle with clean gloves and do notdrag doors across one another oracross other surfaces.

3. Doors should not be subjectto: abnommal heat, extreme dryness, humid conditions or sudden changes therein. They should be conditioned to average
prevailing relative humidity of the locality before hanging. y

4. The uliity orstructural strength of the door mustnot be lmpairad in the ﬁthng of the door, the application ofthe hardware, or cuting and altering the
door. . ———s .

5. Forunfinished doors, remove handling marks crefecs of exposure to moisture with a thomugh ﬁnal saﬁ!hvgmerall surfaces of the door using fine
sandpaper. Clean before applying sealerorfinish. Some species of wood contain a chemical (oak par’aculariy) which reacts unfavorablywith certain
finishes. Where possible, the surface should be tested for such unfavorable reactions. Application ofa sealer before ﬁnrsnlng will usualy prevent this
dlﬁcuﬂy Do notuse steel wool or other sanding materials containing steelfiron on oak doors. .
